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In class 3 we have been learning about the Ancient Greeks 

    
Ancient Greek pottery came in many different shapes and sizes. It was decorated with a paint made 
from clay, water and ash that turned black when fired in a kiln, whilst the rest of the pot turned red.

Every 4 years in a place called Olympia, 
the Greeks held a games competition. 
This was called the Olympic games. In PE 
we have been practising many of the 
games the ancient Greeks invented. 
 
The games included discus throwing, 
running in armour, jumping, javelin and 
Chariot racing. 
 
The overall winner of the games became a 
hero. He had a year named after him and 

his city state would even knock a part of their wall down – believing that if they had such a man as he, 
they would be less need for such defences. 
 
If you were accused of a crime in Ancient Greece you would defend 
yourself by speaking until the water clock ran out. Each member of the 
court would make their decision by using a ballot discs labelled 
‘innocent’ or ‘guilty’ to vote.    

 
We made our own ballot discs and then acted out a court room drama.
